CHOOSE THE RIGHT FIRE EXTINGUISHER




The objective is to have the correct fire extinguishers for the types of fires we may encounter. The most common type of
extinguisher is the combination “ABC Extinguisher”.

HOW TO USE IT

Only use a fire extinguisher if it is safe to do so. Remember to "PASS".

To operate an extinguisher:
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Use the correct extinguisher
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FIRE EXTINGUISHER REMINDERS




o Make sure fire extinguishers are accessible. Do you know where ours are located? We don’t want towalk a mile to a truck
and dig through the back seat to find it!

o Inspect extinguishers monthly, and before doing hot work. Make sure the “pin” is still in and zip tied, and the yellow indicator

is in the green. Remove the extinguisher if it is not properly charged.

Extinguishers are required to be serviced annually, even if they have not been discharged.

e If you use an extinguisher, report it so that we can replace it.
